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Three-View Thoracic Radiographic Study

Thoracic radiography is essential in the workup of many disease processes and lesion
detection can be critical for successful patient treatment and outcome. Thoracic evaluation
presents unique challenges to the interpreter due in large part to the lungs and their high
susceptibility for artifact and non-pathologic processes mimicking disease. In the normal
state, the lungs are predominately radiolucent owing to the widespread gas-filled airspaces.
These airspaces begin at the lung hilum where the mainstem bronchi bifurcate and terminate
distally in the microscopic alveoli. The interstitial compartment is composed of an
organized network of connective tissue and both blood and lymphatic vessels. In

- conjunction with the airway walls, the lung interstitium is responsible for the lung

- radiopacity.

Three-view studies combine the benefits of orthogonal views with
complete bilateral assessment of the lungs to increase detection rate and
reduce interpreter error.

Why is lung evaluation so challenging?

There are multiple physiologic and artifactual causes of increased lung radiopacity that
hamper lung evaluation and lead the interpreter down the erroneous path of disease:

Radiographic underexposure or improper film development in traditional analog screen/film
systems Enhanced interstitial lung markings and contrast due to digital processing
algorithms that are unique to each digital radiographic system Summation of extrathoracic,
mediastinal or pleural soft tissues with the lungs Age-related lung fibrosis and mineralized
airways (“old dog lung”) and patient obesity Poor lung inflation during expiration and
atelectasis resulting from extended recumbency and/or anesthesia

Atelectasis is defined as a reduction in lung volume and gas content due to deflation of the
alveoli. When the patient is in lateral recumbency, atelectasis and hypostatic congestion
occur in the dependent (down) lung. These physiologic changes increase lung radiopacity
and silhouette with soft tissue infiltrates preventing their detection. The aerated lung that is
visible on the radiograph mainly represents the non-dependent (up) lung. For this reason,
both lateral views are advocated to thoroughly evaluate the left and right lung (see Figure 1).

o Two-view vs. three-view studies
i @A

Two-view thoracic studies are standard protocol in most veterinary practices and typically
consist of orthogonal views: right lateral or left lateral combined with ventrodorsal or
dorsoventral. Orthogonal views of the thorax should be obtained to overcome the limitation
| of projecting a 3-dimensional body cavity onto a two-dimensional film/display. This

~ enables us to spatially localize lesions outside or inside the thoracic cavity and further
isolate them into their respective organ or thoracic space (e.g. mediastinal, pleural). These
views are also necessary to determine if lung infiltrates are unilateral or bilateral and to
characterize their distribution (e.g. diffuse, cranioventral, caudoventral, perihilar and
caudodorsal). Evaluation of ventrally-distributed lung infiltrates, such as those commonly
seen with bronchopneumonia, is limited on the ventrodorsal view alone due to summation
with the mediastinal structures. A three-view study combines the aforementioned benefits
of orthogonal views with complete bilateral assessment of the lungs to increase detection
rate and reduce interpreter error.

Case Report from the LSU Veterinary
Teaching Hospital

Signalment and History

“Adison”, an 8 year old female spayed Yorkshire terrier (Figure 1), presented for
evaluation of regurgitation. Clinical signs gradually developed around 1 week after
ovariohysterectomy due to pyometra. Addison’s pyometra had resulted in sepsis and
clinical hypoglycemia, but this responded to standard management. She discharged in
good condition with a normal appetite and appeared normal at home until the onset of
regurgitation.

Clinical Evaluation

General physical examination was normal. The previous surgical incision was healing
well. Thoracic and abdominal radiographs revealed only changes consistent with her
recent abdominal surgery. Trial therapy for esophagitis and possibly pancreatitis included
subcutaneous fluids, maropitant, metoclopramide, omeprazole, and sucralfate slurry.

However, Adison returned one week later with no improvement <

Regurgitation now occurred >20 times a day and prevented intake of food and water.
Significant weight loss, from 1.36 kg to 1.13 kg, was noted. An esophageal stricture was
suspected due to the severity of regurgitation, post-procedural onset of clinical signs, and
lack of improvement with standard symptomatic care.

Adison was hospitalized overnight and esophagoscopy was performed the following day.
A tight esophageal stricture (Figure 2, diameter ~2 mm) was found just in front of the
lower esophageal sphincter. Gastroesophageal reflux during her recent anesthesia was
suspected as the underlying cause. Endoscopically guided esophageal balloon dilations
were performed (Figure 3) to open her esophagus to 1 cm diameter and permit passage
of the endoscope into the stomach. Hemorrhage associated with mucosal injury and
expansion of the stricture is common in this procedure (Figure 4). Adison recovered well,
was able to eat and maintain her blood glucose post procedure and was discharged on
metoclopramide, omeprazole, sucralfate and prednisone as well as instructions to feed a
liquid diet 4-6 times a day.

Follow up

One week post procedure, Adison’s regurgitation had decreased from 20 episodes

per day to 1 episode per week. But by two weeks post procedure, regurgitation had
increased again to 6 episodes per day and Adison therefore underwent a second balloon
dilation. To prevent stricture recurrence, triamcinolone 2 mg/kg total was injected
circumferentially into the mucosa around the stricture post ballooning using endoscopic
guidance. This procedure was repeated again one week later.

Adison is now 4 month post pyometra surgery and 2 month post her last balloon dilation.
She is doing very well at home with no regurgitation noted, no medications needed and
is fed 2-3 times a day living a very normal dog-life. According to her family, she enjoys sleeping in and shopping.
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Review

In a review of the literature, anesthesia-related gastroesophageal reflux is the underlying
cause of esophageal strictures in up to 65% of dogs, with symptoms typically occurring
within the first weeks after anesthesia. Prolonged fasting prior to anesthesia as well

as patients undergoing intra-abdominal surgery (eg, ovariohysterectomy) are at
increased risk of developing gastroesophageal reflux. Though reflex occurs in 16-17%

of anesthetized patients, stricture formation is rare. Perianesthetic administration of
prokinetics (e.g. metoclopramide) or antacids (e.g. ranitidine, etc) is not been proven

to reduce the incidence of gastroesophageal reflux though such medications may be
beneficial in reducing both gastric pH and frequency of gastroesophageal reflux during

anesthesia.

Esophageal stricture should be suspected based on clinical signs and confirmed via
endoscopy. As with other esophageal disorders, aspiration pneumonia can occur. In our office, most esophageal strictures are the result of
esophageal foreign bodies. However, gastroesophageal reflux associated with severe vomiting or general anesthesia may also commonly
result in stricture formation. The prognosis for treatment of esophageal strictures is good with response rates around 85%. Repeated dilation
procedures are often necessary (average 2-3 balloon dilations needed). Animals with multiple strictures may have a worse prognosis.
